Paris Conference:

Focus:  At the Paris Peace Conference, President Wilson urged “peace without victory1” while France and Britain called for punishment and reparations2.  The Treaty of Versailles left many nations dissatisfied and resentful.

BRITAIN:   P.M. David Lloyd George:  Wants to rebuild Britain and get harsh treatment for Germany





FRANCE:   Georges Clemenceau ‘the tiger’ for his fierce war policy.  Wants to get revenge and weaken Germany so that this type of thing could never happen again.





 Self Determination – Ethnic groups should have the right to establish their own governments.  This principle led to the establishment of Czechoslovakia and Yugoslavia out of the former Austrian Empire





 “Peace without victory” – The peace settlement should be generous and should not try to punish the losers. 





Establishment of a League of Nations – his most important – Wilson proposed the formation of an international organization to settle nation-to-nation disputes.  He hoped this would eliminate secret treaties and future wars.





Disarmament – Nations should disarm and end militarism
